I am sure they can….
I have assembled these personally, and you can just keep connecting the links for the track size you want.
The only problem you may encounter is the torque load on the drive sprocket. The more track you have
in contact with the ground, the higher amount of torque you can transfer. The motor drive sprocket is only
toothed plastic, with a 3mm hex drive shaft, so you may end up stripping something out over time.

Mine have stripped out and wont hold onto the hex shaft of the twin motor gear box very well.
Simple solution: Drill a small hole on the axle shaft and use a set screw to hold on to the hex shaft.

The driving
wheels (sprockets) have a six-sided bore inside so they are fixed on the hex drive shafts. (There are two
short and one long hex axle in the package if I recall.)
