OAssembly procedure

1. First, pass the terminated cable through the cord tube in
the following order: spring, connection sleeve, and cord
bushing, and then crimp and terminate the contacts.

2. Assemble the crimped and terminated contacts to the
contact holes of the P-insulation P case. At this time,
please make sure that the crimped contacts are
securely engaged onto the contact holes of the
P-insulation P case by lightly pulling the cable.

3. Attach the metal fitting by clamping to it the cord
bushing and assemble these into the P-insulation P
case. Then crimp the metal fitting by clamping it with
the applicable tool.

4. Next, attach in the following order to the P-insulation P
case: connection sleeve, spring, and cord. Then align
the screw hole of the cord tube and that of the metal
fitting for clamping, and tighten the round flat screw to
the specified torque of 0.15 to 0.2N-m.

In addition, in order to prevent loosening of the screw,
please apply Locktight 243 manufactured by Henkel
Japan Ltd., Tokyo or equivalent.

5. After the assembly procedure described above has
been completed, test the parts to make sure that the
locking collar moves correctly.
